ABOUT OUR LADY OF GUADALUPE
Our Lat;'y 0 Guadalufe is an aspect of the Vir%:n Mary who appeared to St. Juan Diego Cuauhtlatoatzin, an Aztec
conyert to Roman Catholicism, in 1531. According to the traditional account, Juan Diego was walking between his
village and Mexico City on December 12, 1531, when Our Lady of Guadafupe appeared, speaking to him in his
native Nahuatl language. She told him to build a church af the site.

When Juan Diego spoke to the Spanish bishop, the bishop did not believe him, asking for a miraculous sign to
prove his vision's quthenticity. The Vil.‘%:n appedred to Juan Delﬁ.o again and, aithouﬁ h 1t was winter, asked him to
%qther flowers. Miraculously, Spanish roses bloomed right at his i{get. When Juan Diego presqntetf_ these to the
lsh%, the roses fell from his apron (the Tilma), and an icon of the Virgin was miraculously imprinted on the
cloth. The bzshog ordeied a church built at once, dedicated to Our Lady of Guadalupe. The shrine of the Virgin of
Guadalupe has proved exﬂ*emel%popu_lar in Mexico ever since. Spanish missionaries used the story of her

appearance to help convert millions of indigenous people in what had been the Aztec Empire.

Our Lady of Guadalupe still underpins the faith of Catholics in Mexico and the rest of Latin America, and she has
been recognized as the patron saint of Mexico Cily since 1737. Her patronage continued to extend until it included
all of America by 1946. Much o{}he recent increase in Marianism in the Catholic Church, including the call to
recognize Mary as co-redempftion, stems from the cult of Guadalupe.
