Francis and his followers, which became the cradle of 
the Franciscan Order to Celebrate Mass  We  then 
continued to Rome, where upon arrival we explore the

foot - we will see the Baths of Caracalla, the Circus 
Maximus, Palatine and Capitoline Hills, the Roman 
Forum and the Colosseum- Continue to the hotel for 
dinner and overnight.
